4.1 Professor Brian Lipworth (CZB/4/767)
A proof of concept study to evaluate whether chronic exposureto levosalbutamol or racemic salbutamol is associated with a rebound increase in airway hyper-responsiveness in genetically susceptible asthmatics.

The Committee graded the report as satisfactory but have requested that the Focus on Research be reviewed with a view to making it more lay friendly.

Cortisol Network (CORNET): a consortium to identify genes influencing variation in plasma cortisol, an intermediate phenotype in cardiometabolic and neuropsychological disease.
